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WOODHOUSE PARK DEVELOPMENTS

During June 2009 our County Commissioner (Neil Salter) and County Chairman
(Paul Maisey) attended the planning committee of South Gloucestershire Council
where the first two applications that had been submitted to develop Woodhouse
Park, to meet the needs of 21st Scouting, were considered by local councillors. The
CC'’s are delighted that the application for a new toilet and shower block on the Yeo
field and an adventurous High Ropes course were unanimously passed by the
planning committee.

The planning application for the new toilet block will ensure that there are facilities
which are compatible with today’s requirements and expectations of young people.
Alongside this the new high ropes course will provide a challenging activity,
encouraging groups to work together to overcome various challenges on the ground
and at height in a safe controlled environment. The granting of planning for these two
applications is of course the first step towards the overall vision for the future that the
County have for Woodhouse Park and they are continuing to pursue applications for
a caving complex to further increase the activities onsite and an activity barn to
provide much needed indoor accommodation for activities for groups camping onsite.

There is still much to do to make the vision for Woodhouse Park a reality and we
must all now begin the hard work of fund-raising to cover the costs of delivering these
exciting new facilities for the centre. They are sure that in pursuit of this fund-raising
aim that they can continue to count on your ongoing support.

Bear Grylls will be the new Chief Scout of the UK Scout Association. The famous
adventurer takes over when current Chief Scout, former Blue Peter presenter Peter
Duncan, completes his five year tenure in July.

When asked why he chose to volunteer for the UK’s|  argest mixed youth
movement, Bear said: ‘In short, because | love adve  nture and | love hanging
out with good friends. For me this is what Scouting is about.’

Born on 7 June 1974, Bear Grylls will be the younge st ever Chief Scout.

He first got involved in Scouting aged eightasa C  ub Scout. Bear attributes this
time as part of the inspiration behind his adult ad ventures presenting TV
shows such as Born Survivor: ‘So much of who we are as an adult is formed
when we are kids,” said Bear. ‘What Scouting sayst 0 people is: “it's okay to go
for it in life”.

‘Every child has a right to have an adventure. Life is about grabbing
opportunities. The prizes don’t always go to the big gest, the best and the
strongest — they go to those who persevere. These a  re simple life lessons that
Scouting teaches people.’

The Chief Scout provides inspiration for the 100,00 0 adult volunteers involved
in Scouting across the UK.

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A NOTE ON ACTIVITIES

Adventurous Activities

Over the last couple of months we have had some Activity Notifications for
Adventurous Activities when the event organiser has not had a fully qualified
Adventurous Activity Permit Holder running the event. These events have been
requested to be cancelled unless a Permit Holder is present. Please ensure that you
have Permit Holders running your Adventurous Activity Events otherwise you may
compromise Scouting Insurance cover for the event. Please see Scoutbase
Factsheets for a list of activities requiring Adventurous Activities Permit Holders. Also
ANY Adventurous Activity whether inside or outside the District Activity Boundary
must be notified to District via a District Activity Notification (DAN).

Nights Away Permit Applications

District are increasingly receiving NAP Applications that try to short circuit the correct
application route. This results in events having to be cancelled or problems in
arranging permit holder cover and assessors at short notice. This has resulted in
young people being let down by the cancelling of an event. If you wish to apply for a
NAP then please following the following procedure:

1. Get an application form (NAPERMIT 1 from Scoutbase Factsheets - Nights Away
Section) from your GSL or Scouter in Charge (this ensures your GSL is aware that
you are applying for a Permit).

2. Complete the Form. Add your Membership number to the top of the form. Add
camping experience details particularly camps that you have helped lead or with the
organisation of.

3. Return completed form to GSL for a parity check.

4. GSL to forward form to John Jones (ADC Activities). Currently District do not have
a nights away advisor so the District Team will review the NAP application at the next
District Team Meeting and a Nights Away Assessor will be appointed to the
candidate. It is advisable and recommended that applicants have completed Module
16 Nights Away training for their particular section.

5. The Assessor will advise the candidate on planning and preparation for a Night
Away test event if deemed necessary. Only then can the date for a test event be
agreed.

6. The test event must be covered by the attendance of an existing NAP holder.

7. The NA Assessor will complete an assessment checklist during a visit, that is then
to be forwarded to John Jones.

8. At the next District Team Meeting the results will be reviewed and the issue of a
permit will be agreed in consultation with the section ADC.

9. If the application is rejected the applicant via the assessor will be advised of any
further requirements.

Please if you intend to apply for a Nights Away Permit and require advice contact any
member of the District Team.

This year it is being held at Woodhouse Park on 23rd, 24th & 25th October.

The County Patrol Camping Competition (CPCC) is opportunity for Scouts across
the County to develop their camping and team working skills over a weekend under
canvas while competing in a friendly yet challenging Competition.

Each team competes for one of two trophies, the “Post & Press” trophy [full
competition no adult assistance] or the “Tony Award” [for the first entry scout needing
some adult assistance]. The weekend includes a variety of activities for fun and
broadening the participants Scouting skills, usually based around a different topical
theme for each year.

Forty years ago Neil Armstrong, a Scout, was the first person to stand on the surface
of the moon. Our camp theme is based on this historical Moon Landing.

This is your opportunity to pit your camping skills, ability and teamwork against other
Scouts in the County. Or you could just camp with us for the weekend.

The following points and the information on our webpage will give you the information
you need to put your plans in place. Further detail will be supplied when we receive
your application form and fees.

The event includes two competitions.

The prestigious ‘Post & Press’ Trophy in which points are scored for good
camping standards, cooking and teamwork. Then there is the ‘Tony Award’ for
the best ‘Tenderfoot’ Patrol. This is a patrol that may need some adult help over
the weekend. Any team can enter the ‘Post & Press’ competition, but only Scouts
who have not taken part in this event before can enter the ‘Tony Award'.

The event fee of £15.00 per person includes a variety of activities at allocated
times along with the site camping fees.

Entry will be by Patrol; please use the entry form on our website. Cheques
should be made payable to ‘Avon County Scout Council’ and marked County Patrol
camp on the back.

The closing date for entries is 30th September. Applications received after this
date may not be accepted.

The total number of entries to the event is limited to 40 patrols of 6 Scouts.

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Scout becomes world's oldest man
23/06/2009

Scout Henry Allingham has been confirmed by
Guinness World Records as the world’s oldest living
man.

At the weekend it was confirmed that Tomoji Tanabe had
died at his home in Japan on Friday 19 June aged 113.
Tomoji had held the record for oldest living male since 24
January 2007.

Henry, who inherits the title, was born in Clapham on 6
June 1896. He is also the oldest surviving member of the
armed forces and served in both the First and Second
World Wars.

Craig Glenday, Editor in-Chief of Guinness World Records said, ‘We're pleased to
see Henry take the world record. The last time someone from England held the title
was Frederick Butterfield, who died on 9 March 1974 aged 110'.

The world’s oldest Scout

In 1914, Henry first went along to his local Scout Troop with his cousin, taking part in
a programme of camping and outdoor activity for about six weeks before the First
World War broke out.

Henry said, ‘I really enjoyed it and wanted to join, but | was unable to do so because
my mum could not afford the uniform.’

Henry was invested into the 6th Brighton last November after they heard he’d missed
out on a hundred years of Scouting. He was invited to their 30th Birthday
celebrations and, exactly one hundred years after he first joined the Scouts, was
invested in the 6th Brighton Scout Group. On 1 November 2008 he was honoured
with the Chief Scout's Personal Award.

At the time Simon Carter of The Scout Association said, ‘Henry had a sparkle in his
eye when he joined in the Group’s birthday celebrations with 120 youth members,
leaders and parents. He told me that just being around young people and adults with
so much energy and enthusiasm for life made him feel young again.’
