Ton of Fun Jamboree Camp

The planning is well under way for the biggest camping event of the year in Avon.  It is expected that the camp 
at Woodhouse Park and adjoining fields will be full, so bookings will be made on a first come first served basis.  
  
You can book now* by downloading your Booking Form from www.avonscouts.org.uk/tof  and posting it off 
with a cheque. The cost will be £22.00 per young person, £12.50 for leaders. Health forms are also available on 
line. 
 
Full details of the programme and activities etc are on the web site, as is the information of a badge design 
competition and ‘Name the Logo’ 
 
There are a limited number of spaces for caravans, camper vans etc at Woodhouse during the Jamboree. Please 
apply via their web site. 
 
Scouts and Guides will be camping with their Districts who will be providing the 
Food centrally at an additional cost. Explorer and Network camping is in their 
own designated areas. Day visitors can come on either Saturday or Sunday 
and the cost will be £7.50 or £4.50 for adults including leaders. 
 
*At the same time as booking on line please let the DMT know of your application. District fees (for food etc) 
will be calculated later, as soon as numbers attending are known. Each Group will have to provide adult 
members to join the District crew including the ‘planning’ team and the ‘on site’ team. Names will be collected 
from GSL’s. We will also need to appoint a Sub camp leader as well as 1st Aiders, cooks etc. If you would like to 
volunteer or have a particular skill please let any member of the DMT know. 
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From The D.M.T. 
We have been asked to remind all G.S.L.s and Scouters-in Charge that they must inform the Appointment 
Secretary when any leader leaves their group. This is the only way that proper district records can be kept. Also, 
they are responsible for ensuring that ALL persons helping in any way with a section MUST have a Scout 
C.R.B. this includes using them for transport purposes and helping or attending camps. Failure to comply with 
this may have repercussions for the G.S.L. or Scouter-in-Charge. 
 
With the A.G.M. season approaching (we have already received some dates from groups), we are reproducing 
some guidance notes for the running of A.G.M.s . 
 
While we understand that Groups have their own traditions, and we have no problem with this, the business part 
of the meeting should follow the guidelines. 
We hope that these will be of help to new G.S.L.s and perhaps some not so new ones. 
 

 
Annual General Meeting Of The Group Council 

Every Group Council is required to hold an Annual General meeting within six months of the financial year end. 
The appropriate authority for that statement is to be found in Chapter 3, Rule 23, iv. In Policy, Organisation and 
Rules. 
It would surprise nobody to be told that some Annual General Meetings are better than others. That will always 
be so but the object of this paper is to ensure that the meeting is correct and to encourage the approach that the 
business meeting forms part of a package providing for an occasion of interest and enjoyment. 
 
There are many groups where a successful formula has been established and this paper attempts to build on those 
successes. 
 
It helps to see a complete evening comprising :- 

1. The relatively formal business meeting under the chairmanship of the Group Chairman. 
2. An opportunity, probably during a period when refreshments are available, for those attending to meet 

each other, the Leaders and the Administrators of the Group in the Group. 
3. A presentation of scouting activities by means of a static display and by members of the Group 

   
This paper concentrates on the formal business occasion – the Annual general meeting of the Group Council. 
That part of the total occasion will probably last up to 45 minutes and will be the responsibility of the Group 
Administrators. Any presentation and particularly any display will be the concern of the Group Scouters. The 
Group Scout Leader should aim to have a fairly responsible free evening and thus play his or her full part as 
leader of the group free to welcome people, talk to those attending and demonstrate a full confidence in the 
Administrators, the Executive Committee and the Group Scouters. 
 
Any successful occasion will depend upon good preparation. Some important points under this heading are:- 

1. The Group Secretary to have a complete list of all members of the Group Council so that invitations can 
be sent out in good time. Chapter 3, Rule 23 i & ii of Policy, Organisation and Rules sets out the 
membership of the Group Council. The invitations should include a copy of the Agenda of the Annual 
General Meeting of the Group Council and details of the programme for the whole evening. It is this 
letter that will affect the attendance more than anything else. 

2. The Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer together with the Group Scout Leader need to have a planning 
meeting before the Annual General Meeting. 

3. Matters such as refreshments, seating, hosting of guests and car parking need to be organised in 
advance and not left to chance on the day. 

 
Following a welcome by the Group Chairman with particular reference to any guests such as the District 
Commissioner, sponsoring authority and local Councillors and any necessary reporting of apologies for absence 
by the Secretary the meeting proceeds in accordance with the Agenda. 
 

1. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS ANNUAL MEETING. 
Typed, duplicated and circulated in advance or published as part of the Group Newsletter will save time 
and will be more efficient. No proposal to approve the minutes is required. The Group Chairman will 
ask if the minutes may be signed as a correct record of the meeting. There will be no matters arising as 
any point arising from the minutes should have been dealt with during the year by the Group Executive. 
If there are any queries they can be raised under item 2 on the Agenda. A very special matter could be a 
separate Agenda Item. 
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2. APPROVAL OF THE ANNUAL REPORT AND ACCOUNTS. 
This is the report of the Group Executive Committee and not the Group Scout Leader. The Group Scout 
Leader can have his or her opportunity of saying something at the end of the of the formal business or 
preferably within any presentation of scouting during the rest of the evening. 
The Chairman or Secretary will propose the adoption of the report which may well of been circulated in 
advance. If it is not in printed form then it needs to be a relatively short statement and underline the 
main activities of the Group Council and its Executive Committee. The quality of support for Scouting 
in the Group provided by the Executive Committee needs to be brought out in this report. 
The Group Treasurer will then explain the Annual Accounts which certainly need to be available in 
printed or duplicated form. Normally the Treasurer will only refer to particular items of interest and not 
run through every item as if nobody present can read. The treasurer should conclude by formally 
seconding the adoption of the Annual report of which the Accounts are an integral part. 
The Chairman will then invite those at the meeting to ask any questions on the Report and Accounts. 
There may be no questions and if that is the case there should be no delay in moving ahead with the 
business. If there are questions the Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer should be able to deal with them. 
The Group Scout Leader who will be sitting with the Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer should be 
prepared to help if necessary. 
The Chairman will then formally put to the meeting the proposal to approve the Report. 
 

3. APPROVAL OF THE GROUP SCOUT LEADER’S NOMINATION OF CHAIRMAN. 
At the request of the Chairman the Group Scout Leader will nominate his or her choice for the 
appointment of Group Chairman. The chairman will then ask if that nomination is approved by the 
Group Council. 
This procedure is very important. The Group Scout Leader and the Group chairman must be able to 
work closely together and that is why the Group Scout Leader has the sole right of nomination. 
However the Group Chairman is the chairman of the Group Council and the members of the group 
Council must approve the nomination. It would be a very foolish Group Scout Leader (or a unlucky 
one) whose nomination is not acceptable to the members of the Group Council. 
 

4. APPROVAL OF THE GROUP SCOUT LEADER’S NOMINATION OF MEMBERS OF THE 
GROUP EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. 
The Group Chairman again calls on the Group Scout Leader who nominates as many members of the 
Group Council as he or she wishes to be members of the Group Executive Committee. The nominations 
must include the parent of one Beaver Scout, one Cub Scout, one Scout and one Explorer Scout (if 
applicable). Current good practice suggests that four is a sensible number of nominations if the total 
membership of the Group Executive Committee is to be kept within reasonable bounds. The number 
nominated must not exceed that of those elected under item 7. 
The rejection by the Group Council of any or all of the Group Scout Leader’s nominations is very 
unlikely. 
 

5. ELECTION OF GROUP SECRETARY. 
A very important appointment and not one to be left to chance at the meeting. The best person available 
and willing to take on the responsibilities will need to be invited before the day and arrangements made 
by the Group Chairman for the nomination to be proposed and seconded at the meeting. 
If there are two or more candidates then a vote will need to be taken. Only members of the Group 
Council may vote and to avoid unnecessary embarrassment there should be papers available for a ballot. 
If there is a ballot then Tellers will have to be appointed. While the counting takes place there is no 
reason why the Chairman should not move on to the next item on the Agenda. However a vote is 
unlikely and indeed in a well organised Group the members of the Group Council have every right that 
the Group Chairman and the Group Scout Leader will come prepared. 
 

6. ELECTION OF GROUP TREASURER. 
Another vital appointment. The same preparation is necessary as for the appointment of Group 
Secretary and the notes under item 5 apply. 
 

7. ELECTION OF MEMBERS OF THE GROUP COUNCIL TO THE GROUP EXECUTIVE 
COMMITTEE. 
Only members of the Group Council may be elected and ideally the number elected should be the same 
as the number nominated by the Group Scout Leader under Item4. 
As with the Group Secretary and the Group Treasurer appointments this is not a matter to be left to 
chance but there need be no embarrassment about an election. Given more people prepared to stand 
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than there are places available then there will have to be a ballot. Let it be properly organised but in a 
friendly spirit.  
Every member of the Group Council is eligible but Assistant Leaders have responsibilities requiring 
their full attention and should not enter a contest for seats on the Executive Committee. 
 

8. ELECTION OF AUDITORS. 
Every Scout Group must have an Auditor who will examine the books of Accounts following the end of 
the financial year and sign the certificate on the Annual Accounts to be presented at the Annual General 
Meeting (see item 2). It is for the Group Council to make the appointment following a proposal which 
may well be made by the Group Chairman (but not the Group Treasurer). A qualified Accountant is not 
essential but it is important that the Auditor is able to carry out his or her important function.

So ends the formal business. It is not usual to have “Any other Business” at an Annual General Meeting but 
there is no reason why the Chairman should not offer those present an opportunity to ask a question if they wish. 
To do so is a risk that the meeting may be unnecessary prolonged but a competent Chairman will be able to cope.

In some Groups the Group Chairman before closing the this part of the evening’s programme will the Group 
Scout Leader if he or she wishes to say anything. Obviously the Group Scout Leader will know of the 
Chairman’s intention and be ready. That readiness will ensure that the Group Scout Leader will make a relatively 
short contribution at this stage but take the opportunity of thanking the Group Executive Committee and the 
Group Council for their support during the year. Given a presentation by members of the Group the Group Scout 
Leader will have another and better opportunity to get over any important points about Scouting to the members 
of the Group Council. 
 
If the District Commissioner or a representative is present then courtesy requires that the Chairman should invite 
him or her to say something to the Group Council. Again a short prepared contribution will be worthwhile and 
well received. 
 
That concludes the Annual General Meeting as such and the Group Administrators can then enjoy the 
refreshments and the remaining part of the evening.

 The following article is from Picture Postcard Monthly, May 2006 
 
In this article I would like to show the interesting and variety of postcards that can be collected on the theme of 
Scouting. I will attempt to show how Scouting is shown through the years and in different countries. 

As many of you are aware, Scouting started in 1907 with an experimental camp on Brownsea Island, Poole 
Harbour. From this camp began the largest youth organisation in the world. From small beginnings, Scouting 
began in the United Kingdom and it spread throughout the world. 
 Robert Baden-Powell (BP) had made his name through his army career, in particular through being 
involved in the relief of Mafeking. He successfully defended the town and used many of his ideas from 
Mafeking when writing his booklets entitled Scouting for Boys. Through this publication, Boy Scouts formed 
themselves into patrols and troops, and the idea spread very quickly. 

Soon after Brownsea Island camp, the Boy Scouts became an organisation under the, leadership of 
Baden-Powell and, as they say, the rest is history. 

From my involvement with my Scout group in Bristol, l started to collect memorabilia. I began by 
collecting scout badges of different areas in the UK. The structure in this country is that 'groups in an area are 
formed into a district, then a number of districts become a county. The situation in Scotland is slightly 
different. Like a number of collectors, my interests changed and soon I started to collect cigarette and trade 
cards relating-to Scouting. A lot of the cards are from many years-ago and depict Boy Scouts involved in vari-
ous activities such as attending camps and jamborees. 
 My interest moved onto collecting scout stamps and covers in the UK and abroad. I could see then 
how Scouting was enjoyed around the world. Soon I came across a few postcards and then my interest seemed 
to grow because lots of postcards have messages on the back and also have stamps�  
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 Through a colleague of mine, I managed to get hold of a list of postcards, which he had compiled 
over many years, which catalogued postcards under publishers. Postcards are available over the whole range 
of Scouting activities - subjects include groups of Scouts, camps, humorous cards, jamborees, and also 
modern cards. To coincide with my interest in Scout badges, there are a number of postcards which depict an 
area showing the area of the Scout county with illustrations of the badges. Many of my postcards have really 
interesting greetings and messages on the reverse. I feel it makes a postcard more interesting if it has gone 
through the post- Many collectors prefer to have 'mint' postcards but I really enjoy seeing what someone has 
written perhaps many years ago.   
 Through my membership of the International Badgers Club and the Scout and Guide Stamp Club, I 
started to purchase a few postcards. I also began to visit some local postcard fairs and found the dealers to be 
very helpful. I joined the Bristol Postcard Club and -was very pleased with the help and support from club 
members. Some of the members have been especially helpful.�As mentioned earlier, postcards depicting 
Scouting cover a wide range of subjects and span many years.

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 Every four years,� a World Jamboree is held; there have been a number of postcards issued on this 
theme. Sometimes only a few cards are issued, while other jamborees (in particular the 1957 Jamboree in 
England) are depicted on many postcards. The 1957 Jamboree was held at Sutton Coldfield and was 
significant because it was the 50th� anniversary of Scouting and the 100th anniversary of Baden-Powell's birth. 

Over the years I have been swapping postcards and stamp covers with collectors in Europe and the USA. 
One of the joys of collecting and swapping is waiting for the envelope to arrive. Sometimes there are dupli-
cates, but other times it is a 'new postcard for the collection. 

 

 
There have been a number of articles and letters in PPM concerning eBay. In my experience I have 

found it beneficial as it allows me to purchase some postcards that I have not been able to find at fairs. As 
always, 'let the buyer beware', and also watch the prices, as you can get carried away by the auction. I have 
also been unimpressed by some sellers who do not send the postcard securely. 
 My visits to postcard fairs have been positive – I have been impressed with the friendliness and help 
from dealers and collectors. In my opinion, the best fair in our area is the Shepton Mallet (previously Yeovil) 
Fair held in February. You can browse all day and see what is available. I must admit that a lot of the cards 
depict Boy Scouts in groups or in portraits. To me these are of limited interest unless you can identify the 
location and date. My name for these cards (which still seem to command a high price) is Martini cards (any 
time, any place, anywhere!). 
 There is one set of six I believe to be one of the best designed - these are the Animal Heads set issued 
by Raphael Tuck in about 1909. The cards are of animal heads on a Boy Scout body, and they depict the patrols 
of that period. I took a long time to collect the set of six as they are hard to find. I bought three of them at the 
Gilwell Reunion held each September at Gilwell Park, near Chingford. Another one I bought from an auction 
house. Then I waited for about two years before purchasing the other two on eBay. I was very fortunate to be 
successful. 
 Of late I have started to collect 'modern' cards (I usually date these as being from 1960 onwards). These 
are not easy to get hold of and the same cards keep appearing. The cards are of, for example, Scout campsites, 
humorous cards and special events. As it is not easy to obtain modern cards, I usually purchase a fair number to 
use as swaps.

Membership Subscriptions 2007/8 

At it’s meeting on the 4th December 2006 the County Executive agreed that the County membership fees for 
2007/8 would be set at £8.35.  With the National membership fee already set at £19.10 this means that the total 
payable to County as part of this year’s census will be £27.45.  
 
The County Executive also agreed: 
 
1. That the County Development Challenge launched in 2006 would be continued through until 2008.  As with 
this year’s challenge this will see groups that grow in size and carry out two development actions (as agreed with 
their DC’s) rewarded with a rebate on their 2008 subscription rates of £3.50 for each additional member over and 
above their 2007 census numbers., and 2. That the County membership fees for Scout Fellowship members that 
do not hold another appointment within the movement will be made on a voluntary basis. Those Scout 
Fellowship members who elect to pay the County membership fee (and we hope that many will do so) will see 
their £8.35 go towards the County International Fund that has been set up to support young people in their quest 
for adventure on the international stage.  

 
Mountain Activities  

23 - 25 February 2007 
Would you like to broaden your hill walking skills and gain experience in winter hill walking? This is a chance 
to experience the higher mountains in winter and to learn the techniques necessary to safely lead parties in these 
regions at this time of year. If we have the right weather (hopefully), then basic snow craft skills can be learnt. 

The weekend is intended to give further experience and skills to leaders or members of the Scout Network who 
already have summer authorisations, and are working towards winter authorisations. It is also intended for those 
leaders who already have some experience of walking in the Lakes or Snowdonia and are working towards an 
authorisation. 

We can also carry out assessments for those wishing to gain Hillwalking authorisation for Terrain 2 - Lake 
District and Snowdonia. For this early application is essential. Please contact me for details and an assessment 
application form.  

It is very likely that The Scout Association are going to change the authorisation rules, the need to complete a 
formal training course in order to hold a form M is being changed and locally arranged training will also be 
accepted. If appropriate this weekend can count towards the required training. 

On the Sunday there will be an option of a day on the hill or a choice of a concentrated session of either  
ropework, micro navigation or Party Management.  

The weekend will cost £35, This includes two nights accommodation, breakfasts, afternoon tea and evening 
meal. If snow conditions prevail we will also provide you with an ice axe and crampons should you require 
them.
