Internet-based 
company uk2numbers.co.uk is offering your Group, District or County/Area a free 
0845 number which can be used to promote Scouting in your Area. 

Here’s how it works 

1) Get in touch with uk2numbers.co.uk on info@uk2numbers.co.uk and give them 
your contact details (name, address, phone number and email address) and quote 
your charity number. If you don’t have a charity number, then use The Scout 
Association’s (306101). Give uk2numbers.co.uk the landline number you want 
your calls to be forwarded to. 

 
2) The firm sets up your free 0845 number. Yes, that’s right, your FREE number! 

  
3) You can then, for example, use it on all of your advertising posters and leaflets: 
‘Join the dynamic team at 1st Anytown Scouts, contact Bob on 0845 1111111’. 

 
4) Cross your fingers that lots of people call. 

By using a 0845 number on your publicity leaflets you can protect your home 
number from any unwanted calls. The general public need never know your 
personal number, and they will only be charged local rates if they call.  

 
Another great aspect is that your contact number remains constant; it doesn’t matter 
if your Group Scout Leader or District Commissioner changes. Your promotional 
flyers are still up to date and will not need reprinting. If you need to change the 
diversion number for any reason, it can be done cheaply online.  

Completely secure 

All sensitive details will be encrypted and uk2numbers.co.uk will not pass on any 
details it holds for marketing purposes. Your personal information will remain fully 
secure under the provisions of the Data Protection Act 1998. 
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With Summer Activities and the Camping Season fast approaching just a quick note to remind all 
leaders going on Activities outside of the District that a District Activity Notification (DAN) Form 
must be submitted one week before the Activity. 
Similarly any Sleepover, Pack Holiday or Camp must be notified on a Nights Away Notification 
NAN) Form at least one week before the event. Or 2 weeks before the event if taking place at a 
venue other than those operated or owned by Scouting, and in this case the host District 
Commissioner must receive notification also. 

 

It’s easy to complete your DAN or NAN on line. 
Go to the Avon County Website at www.avonscouts.org.uk. 
And on the Main Index Page look for the heading Activities…. 
Look for Activity Notification to DC’s (this will provide a DAN form for completion). 
Or 
Look for Night Away Forms & Info  and look for Bristol South (this will provide a NAN form for 
completion). 
It only takes a few minutes and County, the D.C. and myself will all receive a copy to peruse. 
If there is a problem with the completed Form, one of us will get back to you.

We’re 
looking for photographs that help to promote the fun, challenge and adventure of Scouting. The 
photographs can be from any Scouting event during 2007.  

What are the prizes and categories? 
We will select a winner from entries submitted each month during 2007 – the winner will have their 
photograph displayed on the county website, and receive a winner’s certificate. At the end of the year we 
will award a Centenary prize, and certificate, for the best photograph in each category – the categories are for 
photos taken by: (a) Beaver Scout or Cub Scout, (b) Scout or Explorer Scout, (c) Scout Network or adult 
member. There will also be a top prize for the best photograph submitted to the competition of £100. 
 
How do I enter? We can accept digital or printed photographs. Entries can either be emailed to 
photocomp@avonscouts.org.uk or posted to Philip Bird, 10 Whitehall Avenue, Bristol BS5 7DF.  
With your entry we need to know: - the name of the photographer whether the photographer is a Beaver 
Scout, Cub Scout, Scout, Explorer Scout, member of the Scout Network, or adult member the Scout Group 
(or Network etc) - the event at which the photograph was taken, and the date the photo was taken - your 
address (and email address if applicable) - This statement "I agree to be bound by the rules of the Centenary 
Photography Competition". If posting your photographs, please stick a label on the back of each photograph 
with this information. If emailing your photographs, it would be helpful if you listed the filename of your 
photographs in your email, and used them when describing when the photo was taken. There is no limit to 
the number of entries you may make. There is no charge to enter the competition. 
 
What will you do with the photographs?  
By submitting a photograph in this competition, you agree that the photograph may be used in the media, 
internet websites, sold as part of a compilation of photographs or in other ways to promote Scouting. A 
selection of the best photographs will be used on our county website, and added to our county archives. In 
2008 we plan to use a selection of the photographs in displays. We are also aim to produce a ‘Review of 
2007’ for purchase. Please note that photographs will not be returned.  
 
Conditions of Entry  
Entrants may only submit their own work. By submitting a photograph you grant to Avon County Scout 
Council the right to publish and use your photographs, and to allow others (including the media) to use your 
photographs. Entries must be entirely your own work, not defame anybody nor infringe copyright. The 
County Centenary Steering Group are the judges, and their decisions shall be final. Please ensure that the 
rules and guidelines of The Scout Association are followed (see FS295207). The rules and guidelines of The 
Scout Association require that safety equipment must be worn for certain activities; photographs from these 
activities should show that the necessary safety equipment was worn, and that the relevant safety 
requirements were followed. Submission of a photograph shall be confirmation of acceptance of these rules.

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SCOUT CENTENARY WOOD  

 
   The Duchy of Cornwall has recently agreed to allocate a piece of land at Pennsylvania Farm, 

Newton-St-Loe, Bath as a Scout Centenary Wood. The Duchy have been very positive about the 
project as Prince Charles is very keen to be seen as ‘carbon neutral’. 

 
The land will be retained by the Tenant Farmer but there will be public access to the site which will 
be available for use at all times. The Scout Movement is not leasing the land. A car park will be 
provided. 

 
The Duchy will pay for the fencing, stiles, gates and car park. We will only have to provide around 
800 trees that have already been freely pledged. Val Todd is coordinating this exercise for County 
and each District will be allocated a date on which to plant their allocation of trees. 

 
The area of land for the Centenary wood is between two other existing wooded areas. Once the trees 
are planted conifers will be removed from the adjoining woods so that the three become one. A 
sculpture will be sited in the middle of the new wood. 

 
Eventually Scouts will be able to camp beside the wood but until this is established another piece of 
land will be set aside for this purpose. The site will be ‘Greenfield’. Bookings will be made with the 
Farmer but County will need to instigate a system to deal with communicarion.

On the wall out side of his house was the scout membership badge painted on a china plate. When 
we went inside his house there was a lot of paintings of Lord Baden Powell and his wife Olave who 
was the founder of the girl guides.

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We walked into the front room; there were lots of neckerchiefs hanging from other scout groups 
around the world who had also visited Lord Baden Powell’s house. There was a guest book, which I 
signed, saying my name and that I was the member of the 107th scout group Whitchurch. As we 
were on our way out we saw another room and inside were lots of glass cabinets full of different 
kinds of badges that cubs and scouts could of gained over the years. Lord Baden Powell lived here 
from October 1938 until he died on the 8th of January 1941 in the Outspan lodge and now it is a 
place that scouts can visit for free if they are in their full uniform or if they are a member of a scout 
group somewhere around the world.

The following article is from Picture Postcard Monthly, May 2006 
 
 Through my collecting of Scouting memorabilia, I have been able to see how Scouting has 
moved from a 'small acorn' to a massive oak tree today (as depicted in one of Baden-Powell's many 
books). I have shown my collection to a few organisations and been very pleased when people of all 
ages have been interested in the history of Scouting. 
  
 I also mention the influence that Norman Rockwell has had on the Boy Scouts of America 
through his association with their calendars. His work is portrayed on a number of postcards issued 
by Classico. From this interest with Scouting I have furthered my interest in his involvement 
through his magazines (notably the Saturday Evening Post - which was a notable magazine for 
many years in the USA). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Scouting today is worldwide and the movement has about 26 million members. I am sure 

that BP would have been very pleased that the organisation he started nearly 100 years ago is 
thriving around the world. His ideals of people of all nationalities being together enjoying 
themselves is something that we should strive for. 
  
 I was fortunate to attend Eurojam as a day visitor at Highlands Park, near Chelmsford, 
Essex, in July 2005. This was an excellent European jamboree which saw Scouts from all over 
Europe (and some other countries) coming together to share the spirit of Scouting. The event was a 
forerunner for the big event of Scouting - the World Jamboree to be held in the UK 2007. Other 
areas of the world hold similar events celebrating Scouting in their part of the world. There are 
badges and other memorabilia produced, which commemorate the various regional jamborees 
throughout the world. This is another area of collecting! 
  
 Now that we are in 2007 (the 100th anniversary of Scouting), no doubt there will be many 
more postcards (and other memorabilia) to collect. The 2007 Jamboree will be held in the UK at 
Highlands Park, near Chelmsford. It will surely be a memorable time for those around the world 
who are coming together in the true spirit of Scouting.

EXTRACTS FROM THE TROOP LOG BOOKS OF THE 170 TH ST OSWALD’S, 
BEDMINSTER DOWN BY CHRISTINE LILLINGTON 

 
Jubilee Carnival Procession - 22nd June 1957 

 
The log book says: “We assembled at Redcliffe and proceeded to the Rope Walk in heavy rain. 
After some reorganisation the procession started and in spite of the weather large crowds turned out 
to see us. Our band led the Bishopsworth District contingent.” 
 
The official programme says: “Rope Walk 3.15pm: Old Market: Lower Castle Street: Merchant 
Street: Broadmead: Nelson Street; The Centre; Queen Square. The dragon at the head of the 
procession was made by the 127th Bristol (St Anne’s) Wolf Cubs and the parade was led by the 
band of the 5th Bristol (St Luke’s) Scout Group.  District themes were as follows: Brislington & St 
Anne’s – The History of Bristol: Kingswood (Wolf Cubs) Nursery Rhymes and (Scouts) The 
History of Kingswood: Bedminster – Scout Proficiency Badges: St George – The Industries of 
Bristol: Bishopsworth – (Wolf Cubs) Rodeo and (Scouts) Sports old and new: Knowle – 
Citizenship: Polar – Fifty Years of Scouting: Downs – From Tenderpad to Queen’s Scout: Penpole 
– Scouting through the Ages and Fishponds – Scouting in the Future. 
 
The newspaper cutting says: “If wet, in the church hall’ was a proviso brought into effect in one 
way or another at many outdoor events on Saturday. Bristol Boy Scouts, however, had no choice 
other than to go through with their Jubilee Carnival in the rain. When they eventually arrived at 
Queen Square Scouters and boys worked in the downpour to protect the less water-resistant parts of 
tableaux and floats. Hundreds of boys in bedraggled costumes sheltered beneath the trees. Crepe 
paper, which had held together so bravely over the mile and a half route, finally split and sagged; 
discarded space suits showed the falseness of their metallic appearance and turned to soggy pulp. 
But the boys – all 5000 of them – were still smiling. They had just given Bristol what they claimed 
to be the biggest carnival in the city’s history. The whole procession took a full half-hour to pass 
through the Centre. 
 
Wolf Cubs and Scouts from all 11 of Bristol Scout districts followed ten bands, including Bristol’s 
only bagpipe band which was recently formed by the 196th (Trinity Presbyterian) Troop. The 
Carnival was the climax of Bristol’s celebrations of the 50th year of Scouting and the centenary of 
the birth of the movement’s founder, Lord Baden-Powell."
