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Scouting exhibition at Bristol Record Office

An exhibition depicting aspects of Scouting in thiga over the past 100 years opened at
Bristol Record Office on Tuesday 3 July 07 anduatil Friday 21 September 07.

As we know Scouting dates back to 1907 when oundeu, Robert Baden-Powell, held an
experimental camp on Brownsea Island in Poole Harlfor 20 boys. The Movement
started spontaneously when he published his farhook entitled “Scouting for Boys” in
fortnightly parts. It soon grew rapidly in the UKd across the world. By 1910 there were
already 1000 Scouts in Bristol when Baden-Powellenais first visit to the area.

A range of items illustrated the life of Baden-Pdwecluding bank notes and stamps

produced at Mafeking, where he lead the defencagltine South African war. Other early

material included uniform items, awards and phapgs from a by-gone age of big hats
and short trousers. A kudu horn of the type use®&agen-Powell to rouse the campers at
Brownsea was also on display.

Scout Archivist for the Scout County of Avon, Rictialvens said, “It had been a
fascinating task bringing together all the matewal had on display. We hoped it was of
particular interest to current members of the Mogetrand ex-members as well as others
who know little about what we do. For some, it wadrip down Memory Lane, with
reminders of happy days in their youth. It demmtstd how a small acorn grew into a
mighty oak with world-wide membership (over 28 il members in 216 countries).

“We had exhibition stewards on hand as often ascad, so that if people brought

photographs and mementoes of their Scouting daws1do show us (and perhaps let us
copy) we were glad to see them. Our aim was toecblthe most complete archive of
Scouting in the area that we could and in this ae the full support of the City Archivist

and his team, who already look after a lot of semutecords for us.”

Sarwat Siddiqui, Assistant Curator of Communitytblig for Bristol's Museums, Galleries
& Archives service, said: “The new Museum of Bristwhich will be based on the
Harbourside, will include stories about Bristol pkxs participation in the Scouting
movement. The team working on the museum's contentd love to hear from anyone -
young or old - with memories of their experiencesBoy Scouts (and Girl Guides) in
Bristol, or if they helped out with or ran thesedbgroups / activities.”
