World Jamboree - 3rd-10th august 1957 - Sutton Park, Warwickshire
"In the heart of England” By Christine Lillington

On 13th July 1957 my husband, Mike Lillington, Stoaster of the 170Bristol St Oswalds troop,
Bedminster Down, and | were married (it was theydrde Saturday we had during a busy summer of
Scouting activities!). Three weeks later we welfef@f our annual summer camp near the World
Jamboree at Sutton Park, Sutton Coldfield.

We had been allocated a campsite by the local mganat Tettenhall College, a boarding school near
Wolverhampton. We set off in Mr Buglers’ furnitui@ry (or had it changed to a coach by then?) on
Saturday § August, arrived and set up camp kitchens and baints on the very flat playing field of
the college. We had use of their swimming poohaad our first dip, then bed at 9.30pm!

On Sunday, as was our tradition, we walked to traest church for the 11.00am service. Cricket
and swimming took up most of the day, which fingkégth a Scouts' Own service led by all the

Patrol Leaders. Monday was the day when our Da®dstut visitors would arrive. They had travelled
by boat to Newcastle and cycled down to the Midéagid masse. Imagine that on today's roads! They
rode in - bells ringing - and looking very smarheh followed the first of many "international”

football matches.

That night there was a terrific thunderstorm andh®yflashes of lightening we saw a car approdch. |
was the school headmaster telling us we could rfowéoys into the school if we wished. We did
wish, after we noticed the groundsheets were bégjno float! Luckily the Scouters (including my
sister, Beryl Chappell - former editor of this néstter) were raised up a little on camp beds.

We all slept in rows in the school corridor and tiet morning had to gird our loins for the firét o
our visits to the World Jamboree. Finding uniforets in the wet and muddy conditions in the patrol
tents was quite a job, and one boy had even lsgjlagses! The coach trip to Sutton Park took about
90 minutes and we were all let loose to explorat-dmded up very hungry, as the food was so
expensive. We eventually had a meal in a local aatarrived back at our site to find a hot stew
waiting for us, cooked by some friendly local Guile

After another day when parents and friends visieglfinished off with a rousing camp fire, singing
alternate Danish and English songs. Thursday wathanvisit to the Jamboree, but this time we took
the precaution of taking our own sandwiches! Wéedsmany individual camp sites and collected
autographs, swapped badges and generally had @rablg time.

On the Friday, heavy rain fell again and we hath&te out' some tents and mop up others. An indoor
campfire was held in the school changing roomssamde Scouts slept inside again, as the tents were
uninhabitable. Of course, all the tents were takamn wet - you all know that story! Mr Bugler was
two hours late fetching us and we arrived home3@@n, not the driest, but at least the cleanest
campers!
