MEMBERSHIP SUBSCRIPTIONS 2009/10 
 
At it’s meeting in December 2008 the County Executive agreed that the County 
membership fees for 2009/10 would be set at £8.90.  With the National membership fee 
already set at £19.10 this means that the total payable to County as part of this year’s 
census will be £28.00. 
  
The County Development Challenge launched in 2006 will be continued.  As with last 
year’s challenge this will see groups that grow in size and carry out two development 
actions (as agreed with the DMT) rewarded with a rebate on their 2009/10 subscription 
rates of £3.50 for each additional member over and above their 2009 census numbers.  
 
The County membership fees for Scout Fellowship members that do not hold another 
appointment within the movement will be made on a voluntary basis.  Those Scout 
Fellowship members who elect to pay the County membership fee (and we hope that 
many will do so) will see their £8.90 go towards the County International Fund that has 
been set up to support young people in their quest for adventure on the international 
stage.

Copies of a handout (e.g. to be offered to members of the public, at public events) 
describing the arrangements for Scouting in Bristol South are available from the District 
Chair, Dave ‘Arthur’ Milton and/or from our website and is for use by any Group in our 
District. 

It itemises all our groups together with their meeting places. It gives details of our website 
and a central contact ‘phone number for more information (e.g. for joining)  

It outlines the age ranges for the various sections and encourages adult volunteering and 
is a useful handout for supporters to take away from fundraising events. 

County Camping Award  

Chris Meadows (ACC Scouts) is looking to introduce a new award aimed primarily at the 
Scout Section but which has the potential to roll over to other sections. This has been 
shared at the ADC Scouts meeting with positive feedback. An outline of the scheme 
follows.  

This is a proposal for a Camping Award scheme for the Scout section within the County 
of Avon. It is a derivation of the Zodiac scheme which was implemented into Scouts 
Scotland, a similar scheme can be found in a number of other counties including Greater 
London East. 

The idea of the scheme is to empower scouts of all ages to spend at least one night per 
month out of their beds and engaged is some form of camping activity.  

This does not need to be as part of an organised event it could be sleeping in their 
garden when the temperature goes below zero degrees or it could be sleeping with a 
patrol at Woodhouse Park or with another scout in the tree house at the bottom of the 
garden.  

It is the aim of the scheme to be progressive so as scouts develop, such that they can 
move from away from camps with leaders, to taking night’s away passports and (say) 
completing bivouacs on their own. It is proposed to start a build up to launch this scheme 
in March 2008 with the scheme commencing on the 1st April 2009. 

Look out for more details. 
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Group RAG’s 
 
RAG stands for Red, Amber, and Green as in traffic lights and is an annual review of 
any Groups situation. Collectively, they are used to help assess a District’s position. 
 
All Groups throughout the County are required to complete a straight forward question 
and answer form that helps to identify where support is needed as well as where 
strengths lie. It can be used to track progress (up, as well as down and also consistency) 
 
All our GSL’s have been issued with blank forms to fill in, with help from section leaders 
and Group Chairs. Some have been completed and returned to the DMT, thanks very 
much. Those that are outstanding are now late (the deadline was the end of 2008!) so 
please ‘do your best’ and get then back to any member of the DMT as soon as possible. 
 
It’s always best to have an honest and up to date ‘snap shot’ of how you consider your 
Group is performing, so please return any outstanding forms. The alternative is for the 
District team to make assumptions when completing the District return.

Lightweight Expedition  - for planning on staying at any site for not more than one night 
before moving on. The core activity is a form of expedition, not residential, and all the

The Scout Association DofE Update November 2008 
 
Introduction 
This information sheet is being sent to all County DofE Advisers and is designed to 
provide you with an update regarding changes that the DofE has made to its brand and 
award requirements. I have waited until now to write to you in order to ensure that the 
information is confirmed by the DofE in order to enable you, as a County Adviser, to offer 
the best possible local support our Leaders. This update is a one off to suit the current 
need for passing on large quantities of information and will not be used as a regular 
correspondence. 
 
Operating Licence 
I am pleased to inform you all that following our recent Licence Review we have now 
renewed our Operating Licence to cover the next three years. But in order to maintain this 
we need to make sure that we are fully versed with the various changes the DofE has 
made over the past 12 months. 
 
Project Leader 
In June 2008, the UK Adviser (Activities) appointed a new Project Leader to work on 
DofE Development, so a huge thanks to Chris Dean for his hard work over the past two 
years and welcome to Paul Archer. Paul has recently developed a project plan and will be 
moving forward with this over the coming months. The main areas of the project are 
about updating our resources, provision of DofE training and support to Counties who are 
struggling with their DofE provision. 
 
eDofE 
The Scout Association is one of the Operating Authorities involved in the pilot of eDofE. 
We will be working with a few Counties to trial the new system before it becomes 
available to more people. We will keep you all posted. If you are interested in the concept 
and look of eDofE you can take a look at the demo by going to www.edofe.org/Demo 
 
Branding 
In the coming months we will be making necessary changes to our resources, factsheets 
and web pages. These updates will reflect the new DofE Section titles and logos. We are 
planning on redesigning the 'Perfect Match' flyer to incorporate these changes (any views 
on this would be welcomed) then hope to provide these as a free resource during 2009. 
We will also be re-branding the banners and posters and making them available for 
download during 2009. If you have resources locally which need updating please make 
sure that this is undertaken in accordance with the new brand guidelines, which can be 
found at www.dofe.org/en/content/cms/Logo/Logo.aspx 
 
Volunteering Section 
Remember the title of this Section has changed so we no longer refer to the Service 
Section. There have also been some changes as to what activities fit into which Section, 
mainly with Volunteering and Skills. Also can I remind all of you that the training 
requirement for all those wishing to use Scouting for their Volunteering Section is to 
complete the Young Leader or Adult Training Modules as outlined in the DofE 
Programme which can be found at 
www.scoutbase.org.uk/ps/dofe/award/serviceinscouting.htm. We are currently reviewing 
these requirements with the DofE and will let you know as soon as any changes have 
been made. 
 
Handbook 
Hopefully you will all have heard about the new DofE Handbook. This is designed to be 
used by all Leaders and so it is encouraged that all Units/Networks get their hands on 
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one. This Handbook is different from those in the past, which should make it a far more 
useful resource for all adults wishing to support the DofE (especially new Leaders). The 
changes are outlined in the following document:

Approved Activity Providers 
The DofE are currently preparing to launch their new Approved Activity Providers (AAP) 
scheme, this will replace the old Access Organisation and Approved Commercial 
Providers. Details of those currently involved can be fount at 
www.dofe.org/en/content/cms/Become_a_partner/Current_AAPs/Current_AAPs.aspx, 
World Challenge is a company that I am sure many of you have come across. They did 
apply to become an AAP and have been granted permission to operate the following: UK 
only Expeditions. This excludes any expeditions abroad and any residential opportunities. 
The DofE has said that anyone currently preparing for a World Challenge trip who had 
the trip sold to them as being suitable for the residential or expedition sections can 
continue with this and will need to submit the old OAP form in order to gain a notification 
number. 
 
Train the Trainer 
In order to move across to the new Expedition Accreditation Scheme we will be running a 
Train the Trainer course for those wishing to become involved as Course Directors and 
Trainers. This course will take place at Gilwell Park on Saturday 24th January. The course 
will be free of charge and participants will be expected to cover their own travel and 
accommodation costs. Those wishing to attend will need to have a detailed knowledge of 
the DofE and also have been involved in Scout or professional training in the past. More 
details are available at www.scoutbase.org.uk/ps/dofe/news/index.htm 
 
DofE Modular Training Framework 
All adults new to Scouting who are working with the DofE should be encouraged to attend 
an Introduction to the DofE course. This course can be accessed through the Regional 
DofE Offices or through Scouting provision. We will be delivering these courses around 
the country following on from the Train the Trainer course in January. Dates will be 
posted on our website when they are agreed (and will be available at 
www.scoutbase.org.uk/ps/dofe/news/index.htm). The Intro to DofE course is a pre-
requisite to the Assessor Accreditation Course, so it’s worthwhile encouraging people to 
get on one soon! Remember that as County DofE Advisers if you wish to deliver an 
accredited course you will need to be registered as a Course Director and also have the 
course registered. The process for this is to send a copy of the programme and 
objectives to me and I will seek accreditation from DofE Office. 
 
Expedition Assessors 
There are various things which we are working towards in order to start the roll out of the 
Expedition Assessor Accreditation Scheme (EAAS). As well as preparing Course 
Directors and Trainers, we are on the look out for people who are prepared to be 
Supporting Assessors. Supporting Assessors need to have been Assessing Expeditions 
for a while and also be familiar with the new Expedition Conditions. We are currently able 
to offer each County places for two people to be appointed as Supporting Assessors. 
This will require them to attend an evening briefing. Once registered and briefed these 
people will be required to offer support to assessments taking place over the summer 
period of 2009, helping those assessors transfer to the new system. Please take some 
time to look at which assessors you have within your County and who would be suitable 
and willing to take on this role. Please then complete the form available at 
www.scoutbase.org.uk/ps/dofe/news/index.htm. There will also be a system in place for 
those who have previously attended formal assessor training (as DofE Expedition 
Assessors) to transfer across to the new system. This process will start in the Spring of 
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2009. We are also aiming to start running the Expedition Accreditation Course in the 
Spring of 2009. 
 
Expedition Variation Requests 
The system for accepting variations to the new expedition conditions has recently 
changed. The new system requires a form to be completed and submitted prior to the 
expedition. This will include all OAP applications and other variations to expeditions 
within the United Kingdom. Please note that as a National Operating Authority all of our 
approvals for variations come from DofE Head Office, all Bronze and Silver applications 
should be copied to Gilwell Park and all Gold applications should be sent via Gilwell Park. 
In both cases as a County DofE Adviser you should be aware of the applications being 
made. The previous system for notification of Expeditions Abroad (blue forms) continues 
as usual. Variation request forms and process charts can be found at 
www.dofe.org/go/downloads
