Statements of account and all existing accounting records must be preserved for at least six
years from the end of the financial year in which they are made, or for such longer period as may
be required by H.M. Revenue and Customs. (Rule 3.53 POR)

Groups have recently been completing a ‘RAG’ assessments (red, amber, green status relating to
various categories).Those GSL’'s (Group Scout Leaders or Scouters in Charge) that haven't
submitted them yet and / or have any queries please contact any member of the DMT.

One topic that is regularly highlighted is the need for more adult leaders / supporters and the
District Executive Committee (DEC) in conjunction with the DMT and Regional Development
Service (RDS) are developing a ‘plan of action’. A small sub committee will be formed and
volunteers are being sought to join. It is thought that at least one representative from each local
catchment area should be sought. If you would like to be involved please contact any member of
the DMT.

We are pleased to confirm that Rich’ Cumner (127" St Annes) has been appointed as ADC Scouts
(Assistant District Commissioner, Scouts ) and wish him well in his duties. With the help of a
very keen team, he has already resurrected several traditional Scout activities, e.g. Rafting and
Camping, see inside for a report, with more planned for the future

Invitations remain open for nominations for the post of District Explorer Scout Commissioner

Young people in the south west, fed up with their often negative image in the media, have
been given a grant from the Big Lottery Fund to promote a more positive impression in
future.

The project, Sounds Positive, will be coordinated by the Regional Youth Work Unit
(RYWU) based at Learning South West in Taunton, Somerset and the UK Youth
Parliament (UKYP). The grant is worth £324,712 over four years.

The initiative comes directly from young people themselves and was agreed to be a
priority for the region by the 60 members of the UKYP in the south west. Once the project
is underway over 200 young people throughout the South West will be trained and
supported to engage with the media and promote the issues that matter to young people.
Other benefits of the project will mean that:

Each local authority in the South West will have a young media champion who will
be a spokesperson for young people in their area.

Twenty media organisations will be supported to engage young people in their
editorial process.

Young trainees in press and youth work will help connect young people and
journalists across the South West.

News of the project’s successful funding bid was greeted enthusiastically at the UKYP SW
regional meeting held in Taunton on 26 August. Rupert Bailey, Member of Youth
Parliament for the South West, and 17

years-old said:

“This project will boost the media skills of hundreds of young people in the South West and
enable them to make a difference and have their voices heard. It is going to give young
people the opportunity to be proactive and speak out, which will benefit thousands of
young people throughout the region. We can't wait to get started!”

The Sounds Positive project is a partnership between the RYWU at Learning South West
and the UKYP. Tim Boyes-Watson chief executive of Learning South West said:

“The project will build on the solid history of a six year partnership between our two
organisations and fits well with two of our goals. The first of which concerns improving the
image of young people and learning in order to engage everyone, and the second of
improving the influence that young people, adult learners and practitioners have on
learning and youth work provision.”

Any young person who feels they have the skills and stamina for the job of project officer
(there will be 2 posts over the 4 years) responsible for helping to connect other young

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CENTENARY WOOD

The wood represents a lasting contribution to Scouting, and the wider community, with
the project being initiated in 2007; the year that marked the centenary of Scouting.

As part of our celebrations for the Centenary of Scouting in 2007 we planted nearly
2,200 trees and shrubs on land (belonging to the Duchy of Cornwall) at Newton St Loe,
near Bath. This has, together with the adjacent existing wood, been named “Centenary
Wood” and described as such on large scale Ordnance Survey maps.

Subsequently, we have negotiated with the Duchy of Cornwall and the tenant farmer a
licence to use the site for “Scouting and recreational activities”.

Within the newly planted section, three areas have been left free of trees so that they
can be used for camping, either individually for patrols or together for larger numbers.
There is a water supply on site but no mains sanitation — a real green field site!

Although not far from Bath, the site is on the side of a valley in quiet countryside,
reached by narrow country lanes. At night, with the lack of background light, the stars
are clearly visible and the lower part of the valley is on the flight path of the rare greater -
and lesser- horseshoe bats. At various times during the day deer, pheasants and rabbits
can be seen in and around the site and buzzards and kites nest in the mature trees so
the natural world is on the doorstep, just waiting to be investigated.

Around the site there are a number of local footpaths, with a section of the Wansdyke
Way amongst the things that you can do and see locally.

As well as a campsite, for a weekend or longer, the site lends itself to many activities for
young people of all ages, so if you want a ‘base’ for your section, group or district
Barbecue, Adventure Day, Teddy Bears Picnic, Easter Egg Hunt, outdoor badge
activities, etc. why not give the Centenary Wood a go!

Bookings are now being taken and as an added incentive, there will be no site fees
charged for 2010! If you'd like further information on Centenary Wood please contact Val
Wood via centenarywood@avonscouts.org.uk or call County Office on 01454 613006.

We have been asked to let all those interested know that it HAS to be prebooked as one
of the conditions in the licence is to let the farmer know when we are on site.

There will be a few days each year when, for safety reasons, we will not be permitted to
use the site as the Duchy of Cornwall organise pheasant shoots for the tenant farmers
on the adjacent land. Currently these day are some winter Wednesdays but we have not
been given the actual dates as they tend to "float".

By booking in advance we can not only comply with the licence requirements but ensure
that the site is actually available!

The booking form will be on the website - along with more information about the site - but
if you want to use the site before the web is up and running Sandra at WHP who is
taking bookings.

The Young Leaders' Scheme s just one of the exciting programme elements in the Explorer Scout section.
All Leaders in the Beaver Scout, Cub Scout and Scout Section who are between the ages of 14 and 18 are
members of a Young Leaders' Unit. They are Explorer Scouts who choose to devote a large proportion of
their time in Scouting to service in another section.
