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‘IN TOUCH’ 

‘ In Touch’  will be replacing ‘Home Contact’ between now and Tuesday 1 September 2010 
and is designed to give much more flexibility to Leaders in putting together the most effective 
and useful system of communications for all events and activities you run, including 
recognising the different communication methods that are available.  
 
The main difference is that there will no longer be a ‘Home Contact’ required to sit at home 
next to the phone for all events, although it is still possible to use a third party to manage 
communications if this is deemed the most sensible way by the Leader in charge. Full details 
of ‘In Touch’ can be found at www.scouts.org.uk/intouch . This information has already been 
publicised in the December/January Scouting magazine.  
 
The DMT will decide when our District will move over to ‘In Touch’ and they will let you know 
when this will be. It is hoped that it is as popular with you as it has been with the Leaders in 
the trial Counties, and proves to be a useful tool in helping ease the pressures in running 
events and activities within Scouting.

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EXPLORER SCOUTS 
It has been confirmed that the upper age for Explorer Scouts is 18. They then become an 
adult and need to move on to Network. This requires planning as that person will require a 
CRB. That will have to be in place, in advance of (especially if during an event) or on their 
18th birthday and that sleeping arrangements are that of an adult.  
 

GROUP RAG’s 
All 2009 Group ‘Red Amber Green’ assessments should have been returned to the DMT by 
now, whilst those outstanding are being chased. Depending upon where any Group finds 
itself regarding numbers, resources etc. a RAG indicates if it is 1, around the ideal situation 
(Green) 2, approaching it (Amber) or 3, maybe looking for some assistance (Red). One of the 
plans behind any RAG is to measure where the whole District is, including finding out the 
main needs of Groups so that we can plan for and provide resources and one of the 
outcomes of this exercise is the need for more leaders/adult help for a lot of Groups. That is 
why the DMT have encouraged the District Executive to embark on the 2010 drive for 
recruitment. 
  

 ADULT RECRUITMENT 2010  
‘Hubs’ (a suggested collection of neighbouring Groups in our District) have been set up and 
meetings have taken place, with more planned specifically with Adult Recruitment in mind. 
Please share your recruitment ideas with your GSL / S in C who can keep you up to date 
with our plans. We will be looking for ideas for posters (to be displayed in Schools, libraries 
etc) as well as suggestions for exhibiting at large public gatherings (inside as well as out).

Scouts on hand to deliver swine flu jab letters for  local medical practice 
 
Bristol Scouts have offered a helping hand in the f ace of the postal strike by volunteering 
to deliver swine flu vaccination appointment letter s for their local medical practice . 

When strikes by Royal Mail workers could have meant that 
patients from Whitchurch Health Centre in Hengrove, Bristol 
would miss their vital appointments, the answer was just around 
the corner. 

Who better than the Scouts to step in at time of need? After all, 
many of our Members have been taking part in Scout Post 
services for over 20 years! 

The Scouts from nearby Christ Church were only too happy to 
help out and spent two weekends sticking down envelopes and 
sorting and delivering the letters, continuing their important work 
into their half-term holidays. 

Scout Leader Cyril Mullen said: 'The Scouts have always done things to earn their keep and 
they've got quite a bit of experience delivering letters at Christmas.' 

Practice manager Steve Davies was delighted with the Scouts' community-based approach. 
'Without their help and assistance, contacting our key patients would have been very difficult.' 
he said. 

'The Scouts have enjoyed participating and we have been really pleased to know we have 
succeeded in reaching our "at-risk" population.' 
 
As part of the Scout Promise, Scouts help other people and the Bristol volunteers demonstrate 
the contribution that young people can make to their local community, as well as providing them 
with new skills. 

While the Bristol scheme may be a one-off, there are scores of Scout Post services across the 
UK, managed by local adult volunteers working with young people to delivering Christmas cards 
and letters to their own road and surrounding neighbourhood in the local area. 

Apart from teaching Scouts to be good citizens, the Scout Post schemes can also give young 
people a glimpse at how it feels to run a big business with all the logistical challenges it can 
entail. 

Local communities also benefit from Scout Post as many Scout Groups share the proceeds of 
their scheme with local charities. Others plough the funds back into their Scout Groups for new 
equipment or camps, which enables more young people to experience Scouting. 

One of the most successful Scout Post schemes in the Wirral has raised hundreds of thousands 
of pounds for good causes thanks to massive local support and the hard work of volunteers and 
Scouts.
