John Roberts (Chairman) -- April 2010
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275" BRISTOL SCOUT GROUP

It seems the group was started by Mrs. Brock as Cub leader in 1942. The Brocks
were opticians on Eagle Rd., Brislington. (The third generation now run the opticians
in Chew Magna). Scouts started in 1945. The Church owned the Grove Hall, and the
group met there. As a Cub in the early 1950s | recall picking up stones in the garden
of the Brock’s new house on the Wellsway, Keynsham for a “Bob-a-Job”!

With a shortage of leadership (what's new) Pip Williams of 5™ (St. Luke’s) also acted
as Scout leader at the “Congo” as we were known. (The Congregational Church
became the “URC" later). Pip encouraged Ivor Davies to become Scout Leader and
the Group thrived. There was a progression through the group, with the next batch of
leaders “coming up through the ranks”.

My first camp as a Scout, probably in 1953, was at Clutton. The gear was taken by
trek cart to Brislington station, then on the train to Hallatrow and so up the hill to the
camp site. Most other camps | recall were at Hill Farm, Burrington. A magic site, far
from everything. Again, the gear had to be carried up “Stoney Lane” from Bob
Bugler's dad’s removal van (parked up by where Blagdon Water Gardens is now).
Summer camps were further afield, again travelling in the back of the furniture van.
Even Cranham was a whole day journey.

Our leaders had to do “National Service”, so were military trained. In Senior Scouts,
we were drilled by our leader, Roger Bowring, who had been an RSM! Church
Parades were held on every first Sunday of the Month and we paraded from the
Grove Hall, round Eagle Rd, to the Church. St George’s Day parade was from
Brislington to Trinity Church, Old Market! And back again!

In the 1950s and 1960s, the Church family was very strong, with much happening for
young people. Many “Scouts” married “Guides” (The Guides also met in the Grove
Hall) The Scout group committee was well set up and fund raising fairs led to model
railway exhibitions. Coach trips were to Portishead, Clevedon and Weston, and there
was an annual cricket match against the Scouts at their Summer camp.

| remember Mr Chapman and Ray Lillington as DCs of BASA District (Brislington and
St Annes). Jack Milford’s sons were in the 275" and we, as young Scouts didn’t
realise at that time that he was a uniformed leader- DC of Knowle District. Jack later
became the DC of the new “Bristol South East” District.

The Senior Scouts in the 1950s made the “Movietone News” (a news feature in
cinemas at that time), when they rafted on the “Kontki” raft on the Thames. Later, the
275" Senior Scouts won the “Wild Shield”, rafting on the Marine Lake at Weston,
using the “original Kontiki” sail. Under the leadership of Roger Bowring, the Senior
Scouts went on a summer camp to Kandersteg in the late 1950, at a time when this
sort of trip was not the norm. The Scouts were on the front page of the Evening Post!
But since these high times, the group has faded away to eventually fold this year. It is
now up to others to create the memories our young people will have of their “growing

up”.

ST.GEORGES DAY 2010 (Sunday 25 ™ April)

Our 2010 parade started at the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints,
Hengrove and we marched for just under a mile behind ‘Blenheim’ band. The
congregation of around 800 young members and parents enjoyed a presentation
about famous Scouts. Our St George’s Day collection amounted to £333.35 which
has been donated to the Shelter Box Appeal contributing to providing two boxes,
numbered 4081 and 4082. If you visit their web site (youngshelterbox.org ) you can
track the progress of our boxes. There is also a ‘Scouts’ area that includes an Activity
Library providing programme ideas for all sections.

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SHELTERBOX

Providing aid in emergencies

ShelterBox provide much needed emergency aid to countries hit by earthquakes,
volcanoes, floods, hurricanes, cyclones, tsunamis or conflict.

Each ShelterBox supplies an extended family of up to 10 people with a tent and
lifesaving equipment to use while they are displaced or homeless. The contents are
tailored depending on the nature and location of the disaster, with great care taken
sourcing every item to ensure it is robust enough to be of lasting value.

Highly trained teams of ShelterBox volunteers distribute boxes on the ground,
working closely with local organisations, international aid agencies and Rotary Clubs
worldwide.

ShelterBox are currently providing aid in Uganda, where on Monday 1 March a
mudslide down the slopes of Mount Elgon wiped out an entire village and much of
the surrounding area. Up to 5000 people, including 1800 children have been
displaced. So far ShelterBox have distributed aid to 2000 people.

They have also been working in cyclone-hit Fiji providing 200 people with emergency
shelter. A category four storm battered the Vanua Levu and Lau Group islands last
month destroying homes and crops leading to a state of emergency.

Lyndon Tamblyn, a Shelterbox volunteer commented, ‘There was large damage to
telecommunications, roads, electricity supply, water supply and to food crops. The
Shelterboxes distributed were well received by those who lost their homes in the
disaster.’

The nearly
full coach took members and
friends to the picturesque
market town of Hungerford
where ‘The Rose of
Hungerford® was waiting at
the wharf (see photo’ left) She
is one of the boats operated by
and belonging to the

Kennet and Avon Canal Trust. (Incidentally ‘The Kennet and Avon Canal’ is

celebrating its 200 year anniversary during 2010)

The Rose of Hungerford is 55ft long and 10" 6" wide and seats up to fifty passengers
with four crew. She is equipped for all-weather cruising and was launched in 1980
with the express purpose of helping to raise funds for the Trust in their efforts to
restore the closed canal to full navigation. For ten years she ambled gently along this
stretch of the K+A canal until 1990 when the canal was officially reopened by Her
Majesty the Queen who performed the opening ceremony by descending part of the
Caen Hill flight at Devizes on board.

She is, therefore, a 'Royal Barge' which was considered very suitable for the
assembled Fellowship members.

The second photo (below/right) shows one of the many locks that had to be
negotiated during our trip.

After lunch and back on our coach, we were taken on a
scenic drive driven around ‘The Vale of the White Horse’
Savernake Forest, The Vale of Pewsey, with a tea break in
Marlborough.

An evening meal had been arranged in The Crown Inn at
Bishops Cannings (just outside Devizes) and a most
enjoyable day concluded with a relaxed journey home.

82" Bristol (St. Bernadette) Scout Group

Life begins at 40

As we are all aware Scouting began in 1907 when Robert Baden Powell, Lieutenant General
in the British Army, held the first scouting encampment at Brownsea Island. However, it
wasn't until 11 June 1970 that the 82" Bristol (St. Bernadette) Scout Group was founded and
met at the Saint Bernadette Catholic Church in Whitchurch, Bristol.

In 1982 the local parishioners arranged the lease of an 8000sq. ft plot of land in Kylross
Avenue, in Whitchurch, from the Bristol City Council. In June of that year the foundations to
the new Scout Headquarters were laid. With the continued dedication of the parishioners in
both raising funds and dedicating time and labour the roof of the 2300sq. ft. Headquarters
was completed by February 1983.

Opening of new Scout HQ Sept. 1983

The Headquarters was finally finished and officially opened on 10th September 1983, and
the memorial plaque of this achievement is today still on display in the headquarters large
1250sg.ft main hall.

Since its opening and because of the continued dedication and commitment of Leaders,
Parents and Friends over the years the "Scout Hut" remains as a testament to the 1980's
pioneers and like so many other Scout Headquarters is maintained purely from locally raised
subscriptions and donations.

Over the years many changes have occurred to the Scout Group and in 2003 the Scout
Group went co-ed and has since welcomed both boys and girls to join the various sections.

2009 seen the launch of our own Scout Group website where all members can check out the
forthcoming activity programme and photo albums of recent activities

Anniversary Badge
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This year the 82" Bristol Scout Group celebrates its 40" Anniversary. As a special
celebration this year's Scout Group AGM took the form of a social evening with over 80
Cubs, Scouts, Parents and Friends in attendance, where during the evening all Cubs, Scouts
and Leaders received their new 40" anniversary badges.

We were also pleased to welcome Bob Stanfield from the District Management Team who
together with the rest of us enjoyed a memorable evening which included live music from
four of our Explorer Young Leaders who have recently got together and formed a band.

The evening also have us an opportunity to pay tribute to our current GSL, Mary Hennessey,
who after over 18 years of service to the 82" Bristol Scout Group has decided to retire at the
end of July this year.

Mary joined the Scout Group in April 1992 as an assistant Beaver Leader and then took over
as Beaver Scout Leader in January 1994.

March 2004 saw Mary taking over the role as Group Scout Leader at a time when the Scout
Group could have faced closure due to lack of Members, Leaders and was also in financial
difficulty.

You are reminded that all fund-raising applications made through Scouting must be
authorised by the District Chair and County Commissioner as per POR.

This is not always happening and it does on occasions backfire on us.
Sometimes the media will run a competition for local community projects and we can
have several Scout Groups competing against each other.

The approach as outlined in POR should in practice help us to avoid this situation. As
the largest organisation in the area with everybody supporting we are usually in a
good position to gain significant support for this type of competition - if we can get
everybody behind it.

On occasions described above that support will be diluted by having several projects
applying and County cannot in all fairness look to gather support for either project.
County would like to be able to try and get everybody behind one individual project
